During this lesson the class reviews the differences between Tattling and Reporting. Tattling is informing adults about minor situations. It is sometimes done to gain attention or get someone in trouble.  Reporting involves something that is a big deal.  These issues may include danger or injury to a person, or danger or damage to property.  Reporting can also be used to gain assistance with a problem the child has been unable to solve on their own.

The children are presented with scenarios and have the opportunity to practice distinguishing between tattling and reporting.
